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To begin, Kindle users should connect the Kindle to an available Wi-Fi network.  Kindle 3G users will also need to 

connect to Wi-Fi, rather than use the device’s 3G connection. 

 

To connect to a Wi-Fi network check your Kindle user manual.  The following steps are general and apply  

specifically to those with a Kindle 3rd Generation:  

Connect to the Wi-Fi network in the library:

 Select the CNQTLIB network.  

 Read the library’s wireless use policy and choose 

the I Agree button to connect to the library’s free 

Wi-Fi.

 Press the Home button on your Kindle 

 Press the Menu button 

 Navigate to Settings and select it

 Select a network and choose Connect.  If you see a 

lock symbol next to Connect, the Wi-Fi network 

requires a password, which you will have to enter on 

your Kindle keypad. 

Please note: As of February 10, 2012, the Penguin Book Publishing Group requires its  

titles to be transferred to your Kindle via your computer using a USB cord, even if your 

Kindle supports wireless transfer. For instructions downloading Penguin’s ebooks to your 

Kindle, please refer to the help guide for Kindle without Wi-Fi, available on the Digital tab 

of the Connetquot Public Library’s webpage (www.connetquotlibrary.org/digital).

enter your email address and 

password.  Then click Sign in 

using our secure server. 

 You will receive a confirmation that the title was sent.   

If you have a 3G-capable Kindle, you must connect via Wi-Fi  

to get your library ebook, you cannot use the Kindle’s 3G connection. 

 When your Kindle is switched on and connected to the Internet via a Wi-Fi connection, the title will  

automatically download.
